TARRIF 
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During the General Assembly held on 16-04-09, members 

agreed to have in place a common tarrif  and   policies to 

ensure its effectiveness. It was agreed that Agencies’ 

charges shall be made at Bank outlets alongside other 

payments (RRA, MAGERWA, RBS) before goods leave 

the warehouse. The tarrif that was agreed on was        

proposed  in  May 2006, but was not put in force.

HOW TELLER BOOTHS OPERATE.  

The company’s payment shall be made 
during the tax payment        procedures. 
This means that a     company will have 
to raise its invoice to the client before 
the documents are submitted to the       
Customs offices. 

 
ADR shall verify whether the Agency 
has received the payment, the        com-
pany will have to provide a copy of it’s        
invoice and a bank reciept.  

 

To facilitate these operations, each com-
pany shall contribute the following 
amounts to A.D.R: 

 

2.500 FRW   per import/export entry.  
                

1.000 FRW per  entry

BCR account during the payment of customs 
duties.
